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Introduction

A Bachelor's thesis is an independently performed complex scientific
research which is the final result of the research activity of university
graduates.

A Bachelor's work presents the level of knowledge and skills acquired
by students during the period of study in accordance with the bachelor
curriculum in speciality 242 "Tourism", and confirms the level of theoretical
and special training.

The purpose of the Bachelor's thesis is to develop students' theoretical
skills to synthesize scientific experience and to use it in independent practical
and scientific activities.

A Bachelor's work is completed at the final stage of study and is a final
gualification work. On the basis of successful passing of the state final
examinations and defense of the Bachelor's work, the State Examination
Commission awards the Bachelor's degree to students, taking into account
their level of theoretical and practical preparation.

1. General requirements to the Bachelor's thesis

Bachelor's thesis should show that during the period of study the
student has acquired the whole complex of theoretical knowledge and
practical skills in speciality 242 "Tourism".

The topic of the Bachelor's thesis should be relevant and important from
a scientific and practical point of view.

The title of the Bachelor's thesis should be as short as possible (5 -7
words), consistent with speciality 242 "Tourism" and the essence of the
scientific problem that is solved in the work, indicate the purpose of the work.

Complicated pseudoscientific terminology should not be used in the
title. Neither should titles begin with the words "Investigate the Question...",
"Some Aspects...", "Investigate Some Ways...", "Explore Opportunities...",
"Go to the Question...", "Finding Opportunities...", etc., which do not
sufficiently reveal the essence of the task.

When choosing a theme, the following conditions must be met:

it is not recommended that three or more students in the same study
group choose the same subject;



if students are expected to write a graduation work on related (but not
identical) topics, the title should be amended accordingly.

The topic of the Bachelor's thesis is assigned to the student on the
basis of his written application (Annex A).

The choice of the topic is agreed with the prospective scientific
supervisor of the Bachelor's thesis, after which the student's application for
the approval of the topic and the appointment of the scientific supervisor of
the Bachelor's work is submitted to the head of the department, signed by the
would-be scientific supervisor. The application should comprise the subject of
the prospective research and a brief summary.

The short summary includes an indication of the purpose of the study
and justification of the feasibility of developing the chosen topic. The
summary length should not exceed 150 words. The main requirements for the
summary are given in Annex B.

The Bachelor's thesis should contain an in-depth analysis of the
scientific problem, the results of the scientific research with their theoretical
substantiation, as well as recommendations on the solution of the assigned
scientific problems. The student should express his/her personal attitude to
the problems solved within the framework of the work and formulate
conclusions.

The Bachelor's thesis is a completed scientific and practical study,
which should contain elements of scientific novelty.

The practical significance of the work lies in the justification of its results
for the needs of practice.

The theoretical basis of the final work assumes the presence of such
elements of scientific research as: a comprehensive systematic approach to
solving research problems, the use of modern methods and scientific
developments, the presence of elements of scientific search and novelty.

A Bachelor's work is done in Ukrainian, English or French.

When writing a Bachelor's thesis, the student must be sure to refer to
the authors and sources from which they borrowed material or individual
results.

In the process of designing a Bachelor's work, it is necessary to strictly
follow the order of presentation of certain types of text material, tables,
formulas and illustrations.

The Bachelor's thesis with all supporting documents must be submitted
to the department in due time.



A Bachelor's thesis, designed in violation of the requirements, containing
no comprehensive scientific analysis of the investigated topics and substantiated
proposals, having no supporting documents, with the content which does not
correspond to the title and the approved plan, is not allowed for defence.

2. Organization of work on a graduation thesis

Students who have successfully passed their exam, completed the
undergraduate course and defended their report are allowed to write a
Bachelor's thesis.

Each student is assigned a scientific supervisor who must:

submit an assignment for the Bachelor's work on a special form with a
list of obligatory tabular, graphic and illustrative material, as well as with set
deadlines for completion of the work stages;

manage the entire period of the Bachelor's work;

provide feedback on the completed work before defence.

Professors, associate professors, as well as other employees of the
university who hold a doctorate degree are appointed scientific supervisors of
Bachelor's works.

Topics and detailed plans of Bachelor's theses are developed by
professors and leading associate professors of the tourism department,
approved at the meetings of the department and by the head of the
department.

Students are given the right to choose the theme of the Bachelor's work
independently in accordance with the subject approved by the department. In
agreement with the supervisor, students have the right to propose their
research topic, provided that the feasibility of its development is duly justified.

The list of graduates, the list of their topics and the scientific supervisors
of each are approved by the order of the rector of the university.

The Bachelor's work should be performed in accordance with the
approved schedule and tasks. In case of violation of the work schedule, the
student is obliged to provide a written explanation to his/her supervisor or
head of the department. In case of failure to provide information on the
reasons for deviations from the plan, the information is brought to the dean's
office.



In case of systematic violation of the schedule of the Bachelor's thesis
work and failure to meet the deadline for the completion of the thesis to be
signed by the department head, the student is not allowed to defend the
Bachelor's thesis.

Consultations of scientific supervisors are conducted in accordance with
the schedule of the department during the whole period of preparation of the
Bachelor's work for defense. In case of failure or improper implementation by
the student of the recommendations of the supervisor, the supervisor is
obliged to report this fact to the head of the department.

The scientific supervisor has the right not to allow the student to defend
the thesis in case of systematic violation of the plan of preparation of the
Bachelor's work by the student and the inability to control the progress of the
work due to the student's fault.

In case the head of the department, based on the conclusions of the
supervisor, does not consider it possible to allow the student to defend the
final work, this issue is considered at a meeting of the department with the
participation of the supervisor and the author of the Bachelor's work. The
minutes of the meeting of the department are submitted to the dean's office.

The student may require to change the supervisor. The decision to
change the supervisor is made by the head of the department in exceptional
cases, taking into account the consideration of the student's written
application, justifying the need to change the supervisor.

The deadline for completing the Bachelor's thesis is submitted to the
scientific supervisor for review within the set deadline. In parallel, the paper
must be submitted for external peer review and tested for plagiarism. In the
case of a positive external review and the conclusion of the person
responsible for the plagiarism check about the degree of the author's text
plagiarism being less than 50 % of the total text of the work (without
appendices), the Bachelor's work is allowed to to be submitted for compliance
assessment.

The completed Bachelor's work, information about checking the work
for the absence of plagiarism, the specialist's review and the tesis report
review of the scientific supervisor are submitted to a teacher of the
department, which exercises compliance assessment.

The results of compliance assessment are certified by the signature of
the teacher who performs assessment, on the last page of the work, after
which it is sent to be bound in a hard cover. If there are any comments
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regarding the design of the work, the controller can send the work for
revision. The work that has not passed the standard of control is not allowed
for defense.

By the time of approval of the work by the Head of the Department of
Tourism and the student's being allowed to defend their thesis, the paper
should be bound in a hard cover, the title page should have the signatures of
the executor and the head, with the controller's signature on the last page. An
external review, a CD-ROM with an electronic version of the work, a
conclusion of the person responsible for the plagiarism check and a review
report of the supervisor should be placed in an envelope that is glued to the
inside of the hard cover. After the signature of the head of the department,
the bachelor's work, graphic material and all documents remain with the
student for defense.

A sample of a submission paper for a graduator thesis is given in Annex C.

3. The struture of a Bachelor's thesis

A Bachelor's work should include:

the title page;

a typical assignment form;

the content;

a list of symbols (if necessary);

introduction;

the main part;

conclusions;

references;

annexes (if necessary);

a detailed summary in Ukrainian and English;
an abstract in Ukrainian, English and Russian.
These structural elements are required for a Bachelor's work.

4. Requirements to the content of a Bachelor's thesis

4.1. The Bachelor thesis title page (Annex D).

The title page contains:

the name of the organization where the work was performed,;

the surname, name, patronymic, faculty, the year of studies of the
author of the work;



the name of the department where the work was performed;

the title of the work;

the code and name of the speciality;

the supervisor's permission to defend the thesis;

the scientific degree, academic title, surname, name, patronymic of the
supervisor of the Bachelor's work;

city and year.

4.2. A thesis assignment.
A typical thesis assignment form is placed directly after the title page.
An example of the assignment for a Bachelor's thesis is given in Annex E.

4.3. A summary.
A summary (a brief content of the thesis on 2 — 3 pages in Ukrainian
and English) and an abstract in Ukrainian, Russian and English are required.

4.4. The contents.

A table of contents is submitted at the beginning of the work.

It contains (in the order mentioned):

introduction;

the names of all sections and subdivisions listed in succession;
conclusions;

references;

annexes and corresponding homepage numbers.

4.5. A list of symbols.

If a specific terminology is used in the Bachelor's thesis, as well as little-
known abbreviations, new symbols, designations and the like, their list can be
submitted separately and placed before the introduction.

The list should be printed in two columns in which the left column gives,
for example, abbreviations, with the right one providing their detailed decoding.

If special terms, abbreviations, symbols, designations and the like are
repeated less than three times in the work, the list is not made, and their
decoding is given in the text at the first mention.

4.6. Introduction.

It reveals the essence and status of the scientific problem and its
significance, the grounds and baseline data for the development of the topic,
the rationale for the need for research. The introduction substantiates the
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relevance of the topic, formulates the purpose, objectives, subject, object of
study, as well as a list of theoretical and legislative sources used in the work.

The actuality of the theme. By critically analyzing and comparing them
with known solutions to a scientific problem, they substantiate the relevance
and feasibility of working for the benefit of Ukraine, as well as the need for
scientific research in this direction. The scope of relevance coverage should
be several sentences about the nature of the task.

The purpose and objectives of the study. The purpose of the work is to
analyze, summarize or develop methodological recommendations or ways of
refining (optimizing) the subject of research in relation to the object of
research. The purpose should not be formulated as "Research..."”, "Study...",
"Finding out..." because these words indicate the means of achieving the
goal, not the goal itself. The purpose of the work should be closely intertwined
with the title and clearly reflect what is being solved in the work.

The tasks that are set out in the work must be relevant to the purpose of
the study and should be directed towards the achievement of the goal.

The object of study is a process or phenomenon that gives rise to a
problem situation and is chosen for study.

The subject of study is contained within the object.

The object and subject matter of the research as a category of the
scientific process relate to each other as general and partial. The object that
Is the subject of the study is highlighted. It is the student's main focus, as the
subject of study determines the topic of the work, which is defined on the title
page as its title.

Research methods include a description of theoretical, general, special,
and economic-and-mathematical methods used to obtain the results of a
Bachelor's thesis.

Substantiation of the practical significance of the results of work and the
scope of implementation of these results is to determine the directions of use
of conclusions, methodological recommendations and separate theoretical
results for the practice of tourist activity, as well as in the teaching of
educational disciplines at the Department of Tourism.

Theoretical and legislative sources used in the work. You must specify
the names (with the initials) of the authors who made a significant contribution
to the development of the problem, the main laws and regulations mentioned
in the work (with the numbers of sources in square brackets in the list of



references). It is desirable to indicate the scientists of the department and
the university staff.

Publication of the results of the study — the availability of this section is
assumed if the student is the author of an article, abstracts, etc.

4.7. The main part.

The main part consists of three compulsory sections, nine subsections,
paragraphs and subparagraphs. In case the logic of development of the
chosen topic of study requires a different structure of the main part of the
work, the student may change the number of units subject to agreement with
the supervisor and head of the department. Each section starts with a new
page. The main text of each section should be preceded by a preface with a
concise description of the chosen research area. At the end of each section,
conclusions are given with a summary of the scientific and practical results
presented in the section, which allows the general conclusions to be released
from minor details.

The first section of a Bachelor's thesis is predominantly theoretical. This
section addresses the following research objectives, which are organized as
subsections:

analytical review of the references and analysis of the theoretical
approaches to the study of the object of research;

the place and importance of the problem being studied in tourism, the
impact of the subject of study on the state of the economy;

the essence and content of the subject of study.

In the review of the literature, the stages of development of scientific
thought on the problem are considered. Based on the coverage and analysis
of the work of the predecessors, it is necessary to justify the feasibility of
conducting research in the chosen direction. The theoretical part can take
about 30 % of the thesis volume.

The second section is analytical. It examines the relationship and
interplay of the subject and object of the study. The second section includes
methodological approaches and a set of calculation and analytical actions for
solving the tasks.

The tasks of the second section or its subsections may be:

consideration of the methodology and methods of analysis, taking into
account the possibilities of application of these methods to the subject of study;

evaluation of the subject of study and its individual components;
comprehensive analysis of the subject of study.
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The second section describes the methods for solving the set tasks,
develops the methodology for conducting the research.

The purpose of the section is to analyze the state and dynamics of the
process, the phenomenon under study. It examines the indicators that
characterize the processes studied, the phenomena, identify and classify the
factors that affect the indicators of development.

This section uses economic-and-mathematical methods and computer-
aided data processing techniques as necessary, compiling analytical tables,
graphs, diagrams and more. Thus, the student must demonstrate the ability to
use the learned methods to solve the problems posed in the work.

The second part of the final work can take up to 30 % of the total.

The third section is optimization or recommendations. It is dedicated to
the improvement of the subject matter of the study in terms of the object of
study.

The units or tasks to be solved are the following:

development of methodological recommendations for improvement of
the subject of research within the object of research;

optimization of one or more of the most important elements of the
subject of research;

substantiation of the economic feasibility of the proposals for
improvement of the object of study, taking into account the current economic
conditions in Ukraine.

The third section provides an assessment of the completeness of the
tasks and the reliability of the results obtained. This section can take up about
30 % of the volume.

4.8. Conclusions.

The most important results obtained in the work are presented, which
should contain the formulation of the solved scientific problem. Conclusions
and recommendations on the scientific and practical use of the results
obtained are to be formulated.

4.9. References.

The list of references should be arranged in one of the following ways:
in order of the references in the text, in alphabetical order of the names of the
first authors or titles, in chronological order.
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The bibliographic descriptions of the sources are compiled in
accordance with the applicable standards in library and publishing.

4.10. Annexes.

If necessary, annexes are included as supporting material necessary for
completeness of work:

intermediate mathematical proofs, formulas and calculations;

auxiliary numeric tables and tables that exceed 1 page;

illustrations of supporting nature.

A summary of the diploma paper (in the volume of 2-3 pages in
Ukrainian and English) and an abstract in Ukrainian, Russian and English are
obligatory.

5. Requirements to the Bachelor's thesis design

5.1. General requirements.

The Bachelor's thesis is printed on a computer on one side of an A4
sheet of white paper (210 x 297 mm) using the Times New Roman 14 font
with one and a half line spacing.

The volume of the diploma work without annexes must be 80 — 90 pages.

The text of the work is printed leaving the following page margins:
30 mm left, 20 mm right, 20 mm upper and lower. Paragraph indention should
be 1.25 cm throughout the work.

The print font should be clear with the same text density, the ribbon
should be medium in black.

Typographic errors, descriptions and graphic inaccuracies found in the
course of writing a thesis can be corrected by cleaning or painting with white
ink and applying of the corrected text (a fragment of the image) in a
typewritten way in the same place or between the lines. A maximum of two
patches are allowed per page.

Computer-printed program documents should be in A4 format, included
in the total numbering of pages of the thesis and placed, as a rule, in the
annexes.

The text of the main part of the work is divided into sections,
subsections, paragraphs and subparagraphs.

The titles of the structural parts of the CONTENTS, A LIST OF
SYMBOLS, INTRODUCTION, SECTION, CONCLUSIONS, A LIST OF
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REFERENCES, ANNEXES are printed in capital letters. Unit headers are
printed in lowercase letters (except the first capital case) with a paragraph
indent. The end of the header is not set. If the title consists of two or more
sentences, they are separated by a period.

There should be a 1.5 line spacing before the text that follows the title.

Paragraph headers are typed in lowercase letters (except the first
capital letter) with a paragraph indent, spaced out to match the text. A
semicolon is placed at the end of the title of the item which is run on.

There is no line spacing before the text that follows the paragraph.

Each structural part of the Bachelor's work begins with a new page.

The main part of the work does not include the annexes, a list of
references, full-page tables and figures. But all pages of these elements of
the Bachelor's work are subject to numbering on a general basis.

5.2. Numbering.

The numbering of pages, sections, subsections, paragraphs,
subparagraphs, figures, tables, formulas is given in Arabic numerals without
the sign "No".

The first page of the Bachelor's thesis is the title page. Next, the
assignment is placed before the Bachelor's work. The title page and the
assignment page do not specify the page numbers, but these pages are
included in the total page numbering. The following pages indicate the
number in the upper right corner of the page without a dot at the end.

Such structural parts of the Bachelor's work as the contents, a list of
symbols, introduction, conclusions, a list of references have no serial number.
Please note that all sheets on which these structural parts are placed are
numbered in the usual way. Not only their titles are numbered, that is, they
cannot be printed as: 1. INTRODUCTION or Section 6. CONCLUSION. The
section number is placed after the word SECTION, without a dot after the
number, then, on a new line, the section title is placed.

Subsections are numbered within each section. The subsection number
consists of the section number and the ordinal number of the subsection
between which they put a dot. There should be a period at the end of the
subsection number, for example: 2.3. (the third subsection of the second
section). Then, in the same line, the heading of the unit is printed.
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Paragraphs are numbered within each subsection. The paragraph
number consists of the ordinal numbers of the section, subsection,
paragraph, between which they put a dot. There should be a period at the
end of the number, for example: 1.3.2. (the second paragraph of the third
subsection of the first section). Then, in the same line, the heading of the
paragraph is given. The paragraph may have no title.

Subparagraphs are numbered within each item according to the same
rules as paragraphs.

lllustrations and tables should be given immediately after the text
where they were first mentioned, or on the next page. lllustrations and tables
placed on individual pages of the thesis include the total numbering of pages.

lllustrations are denoted by the word "Fig." and are numbered
consecutively within the section, except for the illustrations in the annexes.

The illustration number consists of the section number and the
sequence number of the illustration, between which there is a dot. After the
name of the drawing, the dot is not put.

The text of the caption in the figure must be Times New Roman font
size not less than 10. An example is given in Fig. 5.1.

"Fig. 1.2" means the second drawing of the first section. The illustration
number, its name and explanatory signatures are placed sequentially below
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the illustration. If the diploma paper contains a single illustration, it is
numbered according to the general rules.

Tables are numbered consecutively (except for the tables in the
annexes) within the section. In the upper right corner above the appropriate
heading of the table, the inscription "Table" with its number is placed. The
table number consists of the section number and the ordinal number of the
table, between which a dot is placed, for example: Table 1.2 (the second
table of the first section).

If there is one table in the work, it is numbered according to the general
rules.

When a table continues on another page, the word "Table" and its
number are indicated on the right above the first part of the table; over the
other parts, the words "Continuation of table" are printed, and the table
number is indicated, for example: Continuation of table 1.2.

Formulas in a Bachelor's thesis (if more than one) are numbered within
a section. The formula number consists of the section number and the ordinal
number of the formula between which they put a dot. The numbers are written
on the right border of the sheet in one line with the corresponding formula in
parentheses, for example: (3.1) (the first formula of the third section).

Notes to the text and tables listing the references and explanatory
information are numbered consecutively within a single page. If there are
several notes on one sheet, after the word "Notes", a colon is put, for
example:

Notes:

1. ...

2. ...

If there is one note, it is not numbered and after the word "Note" they
put a period.

5.3. Presentation of the text material.

Presentation of the text material of the Bachelor's thesis is done on the
basis of the use of technical and spelling rules.

The diploma thesis of economic direction uses, as a rule, a digital and
verbal-digital form of information recording.

Simple numbers, if they do not have units of measure, are written in
words. For example, five machines (not: 5 machines), three samples (not:
3 samples).
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Complex quantitative numerals are written in numbers except those that
begin with a paragraph (such numerals are written in words). Numbers with
abbreviated designation of units are written in numbers. For example, 7 |,
24 kg. After abbreviations |, kg, etc. no point is put.

When converting homogeneous numbers (quantities and fractions), the
abbreviated name of the unit of measure is put only after the last digit. For
example, 3, 14 and 25 kg.

Simple and complex ordinal numbers are written in words. For example,
the third, the thirty-fourth, the two hundred and sixth.

Numerals included in compound words are written in numbers. For
example, a 15-ton truck, 30-percent solution; 30 % solution is also possible.

Scientific texts are characterized by a large number of lists, consisting
of both completed and incomplete phrases. Incomplete phrases are written in
lowercase letters and are indicated by Arabic numerals or lowercase letters
with a semi-circular parenthesis. There are two ways to design such phrases.

The first option: the list consists of individual words (or small phrases
with no punctuation marks inside), for example:

Turbines are divided into three types: active, jet and combined.

The second option: the listings consist of expanded phrases with their
own punctuation. Here, the parts of the enumeration are often written in a
new line and separated from each other by a semicolon, for example:

Unemployment may be:

frictional;

structural;

cyclic.

When parts of the enumeration consist of completed phrases, they are
written with paragraph indentation, beginning with capital letters, and
separated by a period, for example:

There are two types of inflation:

1. Demand inflation. It arises as a result of excess aggregate demand in
conditions close to full employment.

2. Cost inflation. This is a consequence of the increase in average cost
per unit of production and the decrease in aggregate supply.

The text of all elements of the enumeration is grammatically
subordinated to the main introductory phrase that precedes the enumeration.
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The main introductory phrase cannot be interrupted by prepositions or
adjectives (to, from, what, like, etc.).

There must be spaces before and after the dash. Before the quotation
marks and the opening brackets there must be a space, after them there are
no spaces. After the quotation marks and brackets, which are closed, there
should be spaces, no spaces before them.

5.4. Requirements to illustrations presented in a thesis.

lllustrate the thesis in accordance with the text, based on some general
idea.

The captions to the illustrations are placed after their numbers. If
necessary, the illustrations are supplemented by explanatory data.

The caption under the illustration usually has four main elements:

the name of the graphic plot, denoted by the abbreviated word "Fig.";

the sequence number of the illustration, which is indicated in Arabic
numerals;

the thematic title of the illustration that contains the shortest description
of the image.

The main types of illustrative material in diploma works are: diagrams,
charts and graphs.

A diagram is an image that usually conveys the basic idea of a process
by means of symbols and without zooming, and shows the relationship of its
main elements.

A chart is one way to graphically depict the relationship between values.
Charts clearly reflect and analyze the mass data.

According to the form of construction, charts are planar, linear and
three-dimensional. In diploma papers, the most widely spread chart types are
linear charts, bar charts and pie charts.

Usually a system of coordinates is used to construct linear diagrams.
The abscissa axis defines time or factorial (independent) features on a certain
scale, the ordinate axis defines indicators for a particular moment or time
period or the dimensions of a productive independent feature. The vertices of
the ordinates are joined by segments, resulting in a broken line. Multiple
metrics can be plotted on a line chart at a time. An example is given in Fig. 5.2.

In bar charts, the data is represented as rectangles (columns) of equal
width, arranged vertically or horizontally. The length (height) of the rectangles
is proportional to the values shown. An example is given in Fig. 5.3.

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With the vertical position of rectangles, the chart is called a bar, while in
the horizontal position it is a band.

A pie chart is a circle divided into sectors whose dimensions are
proportional to the magnitudes of the parts of the object or phenomenon
depicted. An example is given in Fig. 5.4.

The results of processing numerical data can be presented in the form
of graphs, that is, conditional representations of quantities and their relations
through geometric figures, points and lines. Graphs are used both for analysis
and illustrative purposes.

In addition to the geometric image, a graph contains a number of
auxiliary elements:

the overall title of the chart;

verbal explanation of the symbols and meaning of the individual
elements of the graphic image;

coordinate axes, a scale bar and numerical grids;

numerical data that complements or refines the value of the data.

The coordinate axes of a graph are solid lines. There are no arrows at
the ends of the coordinate axes. The coordinate axes indicate the symbols
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and dimensions of the referred values in the accepted abbreviations. The
graph should only contain the conditional symbols accepted in the text.
Inscriptions relating to curves and points are left only when they are few and
short. Long inscriptions are replaced with numbers, and the decipherment is
indicated in the caption.

If the curve depicted in the graph occupies a small space, then, to save
space, the numerical divisions on the coordinate axes can be limited by those
values within which this functional dependence is considered instead of
staring with a zero. An example is given in Fig. 5.5.

You should not refer to illustrations as stand-alone phrases that only
repeat what is contained in the caption. Instead, make a reference to the
illustration before presenting it in the form of an expression in parentheses:

(Fig. 3.1) or use a return type: "... as seen in Fig. 3.1" or "... as shown in
Fig. 3.1".
5.5. Tables.

Digital material, if there is a lot of it or there is a need for benchmarking,
is usually presented in a table. A table is a way of presenting information in
which digital or textual material is grouped into rows and graphs separated by
vertical and horizontal lines.
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Tables are divided into analytical and non-analytical. Analytical tables
are the result of processing and analyzing digital data. As a rule, after such
tables, a generalization is made of new (inferred) knowledge, which is
introduced into the text by the words: "The table makes it possible to
conclude that ...", "It is evident from the table that ...", etc. Often, such tables
help identify and formulate certain patterns.

Non-analytical tables contain mostly raw statistics, which are only
necessary to provide information or state certain things.

Typically, a table consists of the following elements: a sequence
number and a thematic title, row headings, vertical column headers (heads),
horizontal rows, and vertical columns.

Each table should have a name that is placed above it and printed
symmetrically to the text. The name and the word "Table" start with a capital
letter. The name is not underlined. The text of the inscriptions in the table
should be Times New Roman font size 12 — 14. You cannot leave a table
name on one page and place a table on the next page. If the table is
borrowed from a publication, a reference to that source is required.

According to the logic of constructing a table, its logical subject, or
designation of those objects that characterize it, is placed in the row
headings, head, or both, and not in the columns; a logical predicate of a table
(that is, data characterized by the subject), is in the insert, not in the head or
side. Each heading above the graph is related to all the data in that column,
each row header on the side is all data in that row. An example of
constructing a table is given in Fig. 5.6.

Each column header in the table header should be as short as possible.
The subject heading should be repeated in the headings of the columns, the
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units should be indicated in the subject heading, and repeated words should
be added to the generic headings.

The rows also need conciseness. The repetitive words are brought here
into the unifying columns; the words common to all the lateral headers are
placed in the heading above it.

In the column, the repeating elements that apply to the whole table are
placed in the subject heading or in the column heading; arrange homogeneous
numerical data so that their classes are the same, with non-uniform data in the
middle of the graph.

Headers are written in uppercase letters, subheadings are lowercase if
they form a single sentence with the title, and uppercase if they stand alone.
Headers should be as accurate and simple as possible. They should not have
repeating words or dimensions. You should not include a column with row
numbers in the table.

The table is placed after the first mention of it in the text or on the next
page, so that it can be read without turning the interwoven unit of work or
turning clockwise. You can continue a table with many rows on the next page.
In this case, the name is placed only above its first part. A table with many
columns can be divided into pieces and placed one above the other within the
same page. If the rows or columns of the table are out of page format, in the first
case, repeat its head for each part of the table, in the second — row headings.

When the text that is repeated in the table column consists of one word,
it can be replaced with quotation marks; if it consists of two or more words, at
the first repetition it is replaced by the words "The same", followed by quotes.
It is not possible to put quotation marks instead of repeating numbers, marks,
signs, mathematical and chemical symbols. If nhumeric or other data is not
given in a row of a table, then it is marked with a dash.

The numeric data in the columns of tables should be aligned by digits,
and in mixed numbers by a comma. An example is given in Table 5.1.

All the information given in the tables should be reliable, homogeneous
and comparable, based only on the essential features.

5.6. General requirements to the presentation of formulas.

When using formulas you must follow certain rules.

The largest, as well as long and cumbersome formulas that contain the
signs of sum, product, differentiation, integration, are placed on separate
lines. This also applies to all numbered formulas. To save space, several
short, one-of-a-kind formulas, separated from the text, can be filed in one line,
not one below the other. Small, simple formulas that are not self-explanatory
fit inside the lines of text.

Explanations of the values of symbols and numerical coefficients should
be given directly under the formula in the order in which they are given in the
formula. The values of each character and numeric factor are written on a
new line. The first line of explanation begins with the word "where" without a
colon.

Equations and formulas should be separated from the text by free lines.
Above and below each formula leave at least one free line. If the equation
does not fit in one line, it is transferred to another after the equals (=), plus
(+), minus (-), multiplication (x) and division ().

Only formulas to which reference is given below should be numbered.
Other numbering is not recommended.

The ordinal numbers of the formulas are indicated by Arabic numerals
in parentheses on the right-hand side of the page, without dots from the
formula to its number.
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For example:
Based on the formulated global goals and objectives, a local weighting
function is constructed ;, :

Z Fiji (Xk ) =1, (Xk ) >0, (3.2)
k=1
where I is a local weighting function to evaluate the contribution of the target x,
to the achievement of the j goal level (i > k).

The number that does not fit in the formula line is transferred to the
following formulas. The number of the formula when it is transferred is placed
at the level of the last line. If a formula is framed, its number is written outside
the box on the right side opposite the main line of the formula. The fraction
number is given at the level of the main horizontal dash of the formula.

The number of the group of formulas, placed on separate lines and
united by a curly brace (paranthesis), is placed to the right of the edge of the
paranthesis which is in the middle of the group of formulas and faces the
number.

The general rule of punctuation in a text with formulas is as follows: a
formula is included in a sentence as its equal element. Therefore, at the end
of the formulas and in the text before them, punctuation marks are placed
according to the punctuation rules.

The colon before the formula is placed only in the cases provided by
the punctuation rules: a) the text before the formula contains a generic word;
b) this requires the construction of the text that precedes the formula.

The punctuation marks between formulas that follow each other and are
not separated by text can be a comma or a semicolon directly by the formula
to its number.

The punctuation marks between the formulas are inserted inside the
paranthesis. After such cumbersome mathematical expressions as determinants
and matrices, punctuation marks can be placed.

5.7. The general rules of citation and references to the sources used.
When writing a Bachelor's thesis, you must provide references to the
sources, from which materials or individual results are given in the work.
These links allow you to find documents and check the accuracy of the
information about the citation of the document, provide the necessary
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information about it, help to find out its contents, language of the text, volume.
You should refer to the latest publications. Earlier editions can only be
referenced when they contain material not included in the latest edition.

When information, materials from monographs, review articles, other
sources that have a large number of pages are used, the reference should
accurately indicate the page numbers, illustrations, tables, formulas of the
source to which reference is given in the work.

The references to the sources in the text of the thesis are made
according to their list in square brackets, for example, "... in the works
[1-7],.."

The references to the illustrations and the thesis formulas indicate the
serial number of the illustration or formula — the latter is given in brackets, for
example, "Fig. 1.2", "in formula (2.1)".

All worksheets should be referenced in the text, with the word "table",
for example: "... in table 1.2". Repeated links use the word "see", for example:
"see table 1.3".

Quotations should be cited to support one's own argument by citing a
credible source or for critical analysis of a particular work. Scientific etiquette
requires accurate reproduction of the quoted text, since the slightest
reduction in the extract can distort the content laid down by the author.

The general requirements for citation are as follows:

a) the text of the quotation begins and ends with quotation marks and is
given in the grammatical form in which it is given in the source, while
preserving the features of the author's writing. Scientific terms proposed by
other authors are not given in quotation marks, except for those that have
caused general controversy. In these cases, the expression "so-called" is
used;

b) the citation should be complete, without arbitrary reduction of the
author's text and without distortion of the author's thoughts. Omission of some
words, sentences, paragraphs in quotation is allowed without distortion of the
author's text, and this is indicated by three dots. They are placed anywhere in
the quote (at the beginning, inside, at the end). If there is a punctuation mark
in front of the text or after it, it is not saved,;

c) each quotation must be accompanied by a reference to the source;

d) in case of indirect citation (translation, presentation of the opinions of
other authors in their own words), which gives considerable saving of the text,
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it is necessary to be extremely accurate in presenting the opinions of the
author, correct in evaluating his results, and to give corresponding references
to the source;

e) if it is necessary to reveal the attitude of the author of the Bachelor's
thesis to the individual words or thoughts from the quoted text, after the
guotation, in parentheses, put an exclamation mark or a question mark;

f) if the author of a Bachelor's thesis, while quoting, highlights some
words, a special reservation is made, that is, after the text explaining the
guote, a dot is placed, then a dash, and the initials of the author of the work
are indicated, and the whole text of the reservation is placed in parentheses.
Variants of such reservations are: (emphasis added. — M. H.), (emphasized
by me. — M. H.).

5.8. The design of the list of references.

The list of the used literary sources contains bibliographic descriptions
of the sources and is placed after the conclusions.

Sources in the list should be arranged in alphabetical order of the
names of the first authors or titles — first the literature in Ukrainian (Russian)
is provided, then the literature published in other foreign languages is given.

If the source of information is the Internet, and the author's surname is
known, it is indicated in alphabetical order, otherwise it is placed at the end of
the list of references.

In Ukraine, on July 1, 2016, DSTU 8302: 2015 "Information and
documentation. Bibliographic link. General requirements and rules of
compilation" was adopted, which establishes the types of bibliographic links,
rules and features of compilation and placement of link in documents.

An example of the design of the list of used sources is given in Annex F.

5.9. The requirements to the design of annexes.

Annexes are formulated as a continuation of the thesis on the following
pages, placed in the order of appearance of links in the text. Each of them
starts on a new page, the headings are printed in uppercase letters,
symmetrically relative to the text of the page. In the middle of the line, the
word "Annex __ " and the capital letter denoting the annex are printed in
lowercase letters with the first capital letter.
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Annexes should be marked with capital letters of the English alphabet,
such as Annex A, Annex B, etc. The single annex is designated as Annex A.

The text of each annex can be divided into sections and subsections,
numbered within each annex, if necessary. Annex (letter) and a dot, for
example, A.2 — the second section of Annex A, are placed before each
number; B.3.1 — section 3.1 of Annex B.

The illustrations, tables and formulas contained in the annexes are
numbered within each annex, for example: Fig. D.1.2 — the second drawing of
the first section of Annex D); formula (A.1) — the first formula in Annex A.

6. External review

Leading specialists in speciality 242 "Tourism" are allowed to review the
Bachelor's thesis provided the reviewer does not work at the graduating
department. In addition to personalities engaged in the corresponding
academic activity at the university, highly qualified specialists of other
universities, enterprises and organizations may be included in the list of
reviewers. The reviewer must have a Doctorate degree in Economics.
Appointment of a reviewer who does not have a scientific degree with
extensive experience of practical work in the field of tourism is possible.

External review must be ready by the time the head of the department
allows the student to defend the thesis. The review is provided in one copy.
The personal signature of the reviewer must be certified by the seal of the
institution where the reviewer works.

The review is free-form and should reflect:

relevance of the research topic;

the economic importance of the work performed;

characterization of completeness of development of the topic,
conformity of the content of the work to the assignment;

evaluation of the literature review and theoretical justification of the
problem being solved,;

evaluation of proposals and recommendations proposed in the paper;

a conclusion about the importance of theoretical and practical results of
the study;

evaluation of overall impressions of the work (design, style, literacy, etc.);

disadvantages of the work;

other issues at the discretion of the reviewer.
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The reviewer should evaluate the submitted work on a corresponding
scale and give a recommendation for the defense of the work in the EC and
the award of the Bachelor's degree in speciality 242 "Tourism".

The student should get acquainted with the content of the review and
prepare answers to the comments on the defense.

7. Superviser's review

The review is provided in a single copy and should reflect:

a comprehensive evaluation of the work with a list of major decisions,
scientific and practical achievements of the student, as well as the
shortcomings in the work;

recommendations on the use of theoretical and practical research
results;

characterization of the level of general preparation of the student, his
independence in the work on creative solution of the problems;

the degree of compliance with the requirements to the content and
design.

The supervisor must evaluate the work on a one-hundred-point scale
and make a recommendation for the defense of the work before the EC and
assigning the Bachelor's qualification for a Bachelor's degree in speciality 242
"Tourism".

The student should study the content of the review and prepare
answers to the remarks.

An example of the supervisor's and external review is given in Annex G.

8. Professional ethics

In the procedure of defense of bachelor's works, special attention is
paid to preventing students from violation of the rules of professional ethics.
These violations include, first and foremost, plagiarism, falsification of data
and misquotation.

Plagiarism refers to the existence of direct borrowing without
appropriate references from all print and electronic sources, previously
defended final qualifications, PhD and doctoral theses.

Data falsification refers to the falsification or alteration of the original
data in order to prove the correctness of the conclusion (hypotheses, etc.), as
well as the deliberate use of false data as a basis for analysis.
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False citation refers to the reference to a source when the source does
not contain such information.

Identification of the mentioned violations of professional ethics is
the reason for lowering the grade for Bachelor's work, up to grading
"unsatisfactory".

A model statement on professional ethics is provided in Annex H.

9. Evaluation criteria for Bachelor's theses

The main evaluation criteria taken into account by the EC are:

relevance and validity of choice of the research topic;

the correctness of the formulated title, purpose and objectives of the
work and their correspondence to the content of the work;

independence of the approach to the topic development, including
formulation and justification of this approach to problem solving;

the quality of the selection and description of the data used, their
accuracy, the adequacy of the research tools, the rationale for the methods of
data collection and processing;

logical and structured presentation of the material, including the quality
of the introduction and conclusions, the relationship between the parts of the
work, between the theoretical and practical aspects of the study;

the quality of the analysis and the ability to use general scientific and
special methods of research, including economic-and-mathematical and
visualization methods;

the practical importance of the work, including the connection of
theoretical issues considered in the work with domestic practice, as well as
the availability of sound recommendations in the work and their relevance to
the purpose and objectives of the work;

adherence to the rules of registration of bachelor's works, accuracy of
registration, absence of spelling and grammatical errors in the text (especially
when using special terminology);

understanding of the EC's questions by the student, the ability to lead a
scholarly discussion, and a general level of culture of communication with the
audience during the defense.

These criteria do not rank in importance.
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10. Bachelor's thesis defense

The defense of a Bachelor's thesis is conducted at an open meeting of
the Examination Committee (EC) with the participation of at least half of its
composition in the obligatory presence of the chairman of the Committee.

The duration of defense should not exceed 30 minutes. The student is
given 10 minutes to report.

The report should contain brief information on the relevance of the
research, the purpose, the objectives set, the characteristics of the results,
suggestions and recommendations, as well as their theoretical and practical
significance. Messages must be accompanied by illustrations for public
presentation (Microsoft PowerPoint presentation, slides).

The results of the work defense are determined on the basis of the
student's report, his/her answers to the questions and comments of the
members of the Committee, as well as the answers to the comments
contained in the feedback of the supervisor and the reviewer. The level of the
theoretical, scientific and practical training of the student is taken into account
in determining the assessment.

The decision on the results of the defense of work is made by a majority
vote at a closed EC meeting. Non-EC scientific advisors and reviewers may
not attend the closed session. All EC meetings are recorded in the manner
prescribed by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and signed by
the chairman and members of the Committee.

The final evaluation takes into account the evaluations of the scientific
supervisor, the reviewer, each EC member, as well as the evaluation of the
work after the plagiarism check. The EC's assessment of the meeting may be
both higher and lower than those of the supervisor and reviewer.

The results of the defense are announced on the day of defense after
the minutes of the EC meeting have been drawn up. The declared defense
results are final and are not subject to review.

Re-defense of work for the purpose of raising the grade is not allowed.

Students who have successfully defended their work are given a
qualification in accordance with the training they have received, and a state
diploma is issued.

In case the work defense does not meet the requirements of the level of
certification, the EC makes a decision on the student's non-certification, as
indicated in the minutes of the Committee meeting. If the student does not
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attend the EC meeting for defense of the work, the protocol of the Committee
states that he is not certified due to the non-attendance at the Committee
meeting.

In case the thesis defense is considered unsatisfactory, or if the
Bachelor's work has not been admitted to defense, the EC determines
whether the student can submit the same work for the same defense with
refinement, or whether he has to work on a new topic defined by the
department. Such a student may be admitted for re-defense for the next year
following the general procedure of preparation and defense of the Bachelor's
work.
