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A feature of the modern information world is the very rapid development of
innovative educational technologies. One of such technologies is distance learning
using stationary personal computers, tablets, e-books, mobile phones, smartphones,
when a student has the opportunity to participate in the educational process at any
time, anywhere and at an individual pace.

In the context of the quarantine measures announced in connection with the
COVID-19 pandemic, e-learning as a distance learning technology has become
especially significant. That is why consideration of the advantages and disadvantages
of such training in the higher education system is relevant.

E-learning (English E-learning, short for English. Electronic Learning) is a
learning system in which the bulk of the interaction of the student with the teacher is
carried out using modern information (IT) and electronic technologies. In other
words, this is learning using the Internet and multimedia.

It was only thanks to IT technologies that it became possible to effectively
implement the educational process in quarantine conditions. The possibilities of using
IT technologies to improve the quality of education are quite diverse (bukor B.,
2008; ®enopyk I1., 2008).

At the Kharkiv National Economic University named after Simon Kuznets
(KhNEU named after S. Kuznets), of which | am a student, an e-learning system has
been created on the basis of the Moodle platform in the form of personal training
systems (Moodle system is a personalized system (in Ukrainian), which allows us to
fully learn in the current situation.

Each student of our university has access to open information content on the
academic discipline, to extracurricular independent work, as well as the ability to
complete all tasks and final control tests provided for in the work program of this
course.

To work on the Moodle system, a student needs to have the Internet, to follow
the link, his own username and password.

Students of our group have been studying at Moodle system for the second
academic year. In our opinion, such e-learning has a number of advantages:
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1. Diverse course content (Moodle Learning Management System allows users
to organize discussions, post and reply to messages, upload and download audio and
video files).

2. Free access to all educational material.

3. Saving time, the ability to return to the passed training material.

4. Cooperation of a teacher with students in synchronous and asynchronous
time modes.

5. Testing of students (or performing tasks on the topic) is carried out at each
practical lesson in order to determine the level of understanding of the topic, as well
as for intermediate control.

6. Moodle system contains an electronic journal, which automatically displays
the assessments of assignments and tests, which makes it possible for each student to
monitor their progress.

However, e-learning has its drawbacks:

1. Limitation of direct communication between teacher and students, which can
lead to a lack of understanding. Therefore, to activate e-learning of students, Zoom
conferences are held.

2. On-line training does not allow the teacher to fully control unscrupulous
students. Unfortunately, in our opinion, there are very few students with a high level
of self-organization.

3. When teaching off-line, the teacher has the necessary feedback immediately,
reacts to it, "on the fly" rearranging the educational material, has the opportunity to
make this material more accessible to the students.

4. Not every foreign student has the necessary technical and household
capabilities to work on the website of personal training systems KhNUE named after
S. Kuznets (lack of a personal computer, the Internet, living in the same dorm room
for students of different courses).

Thus, e-learning has its pros and cons. However, it should be noted that work
at the Moodle system provides many opportunities for self-education of students,
forms their responsibility for meeting the requirements of the educational process,
contributes to the effective assimilation of knowledge and the formation of skills and
abilities to apply this knowledge, enables the teacher to present the material more
clearly and clearly, and allows the student to activate independent work.

We believe that e-learning has great potential in the process of studying
language disciplines; in the future, it can and should be based on the creation of
individual and personalized approaches to learning, which will contribute to the
revitalization of the educational process for all foreign students.
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
